AMENDMENT 1

SECTION 3 MARKS IS REPLACED AS FOLLOWS:

3. MARKS
A. Marks outside the harbor will be orange inflatable mooring balls. A change
mark, if used, will be a white inflatable mooring ball. Marks inside the
harbor will be drop marks, government marks, and floating docks.
B. Gate Marks: For 2W, WL, and HA courses, the leeward mark may be a gate.
If one of the gate marks is not set or missing, the remaining mark shall be
rounded to port.

C. The Start and Finish Lines are Closed for WL Course when not starting or
finishing.

SECTION 5 MARKS ADD THE FOLLOWING:

5. CHANGES AND ADDITIONS TO THE STANDARD SAILING INSTRUCTIONS IN RRS APPENDIX S
F. Change 11.1 to read: When a Blue Flag is flown from the Race Committee
vessel, the finishing line will be between a staff displaying the Blue Flag
on the race committee vessel and the course side of the finishing mark
with a Blue Flag on a float.

In the absence of a Blue Flag, the finishing line will be the same as the
Starting Line.
